The conclusion is well developed. You have made a good sum of the views
discussed. You have stated your opinion quite well.

Ideally, the structure is commendable. The views are relevant and the
explanations are convincing. The use of language is good. The vocabulary is good
too. You should however limit the numbers of words. Avoid these simple grammar
erTors.
